As a London contemporary art gallery, the Centre of Attention enjoys unique curatorial independence, being neither a commercial gallery nor a funded space. This in turn allows the organisation to give more freedom to the exhibited artists.

While the majority of the exhibitions take place in a Shoreditch/Hoxton space (where Paris Beaux-Arts will be shown), the Centre is non space specific and has exhibited in London’s Shoreditch Church, Notting Hill Arts Club, as well as San Francisco, New York and Berlin… 

Through its programme of exhibitions such as "Email Art", "The Centre of Attention Art Prize", its annual Magazine or its film screening events, the Centre constantly tries to redefine what makes a contemporary art gallery.
The reputation of the gallery, which goes well beyond its physical size, owes much to its curated group exhibitions which, by mixing generations of artists, create a context for the works. The Centre will not hesitate to give opportunities to young artists from Denmark, Ireland or France who have never shown in England before and to act a platform for emerging UK artists. 

In the past year Sylvie Fleury, Jenny Holzer, Matthieu Laurette have been shown next to young graduates from St Martin’s and the Royal College of Art, Graffiti artist Banksy exhibited with Sex Pistols graphic-artist Jamie Reid; Fluxus theorist Ken Friedman, Turner prize nominee Fiona Banner and performance artist Franko B next to up-and-coming artists such as Simon Faithfull, Paul Rooney, Markus Vater, Benedict Carpenter...
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
